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DESIGN REVIEW COMMITTEE RULES

I. GENERAL PROVISIONS/ADMINISTRATION

General. These Design Review Committee Rules are sulmigbietprovisions of the Villages of Kapolei Assticia Declaration of Covenants, Conditions
and Restrictions, as amended and/or restated fnoentd time (DCC&R ). To the extent of any conflict, the provisiorishee DCC&R shall control.

Meetings. The Design Review Committee will meet at leasteoeach calendar month on such date(s) as stagtbamined by the Design Review
Committee. Scheduled meeting dates will be pastéioe Villages of Kapolei (VOK) Association offic&Vritten applications must be submitted in adeanc
of the meetings. Because of the number of apjgitaconsidered at each meeting, owners wishirgldoess the Design Review Committee must make
arrangements in advance of the meeting to havertiater placed on the agenda for the meeting.

Records. The Covenant Specialist(s) will maintain a copgplications submitted and a record of all actitaken on such applications. Actions include
approval, approval with modification, disapprowaid disapproval with leave to resubmit application.

I APPLICATION PROCEDURES.

A. REVIEW BY DESIGN REVIEW COMMITTEE

Application to Design Review Committee.Except as provided in Article I, Section E beJdandscape and architectural applications shall be
submitted to the Design Review Committee for apgkoA sample application is attached hereto astibdy All applications must be signed by
the owner of the lot in question.

B. APPLICATIONS

Landscape-Related Applications.Applications must be submitted for any landscapek in any front yard and in any area that is e
from a Neighboring Lot" as that phrase is defimethe DCC&R, or visible from any of the main cottgcstreets Whether or not designated
as such in the DCC&R or in an annexing Declaratioa following streets will be treated as mainewlbr streets for purposes of these rules:
Kumuiki Street (Kumuki - Village 1), Kuloa Avenue (Aeloa - Village Il), Oaniani Street (Malanai - Ve 11l), Kekuilani Loop (Kekuilani
Palms - Villages IV), Kaiau Avenue (lwalani - Vila V), and Kaiau Avenue (Malu“ohai - Village VI).

Architectural Related Applications. Article V, Section 5.03 of the DCC&R provides tim® owner may construct, reconstruct, refinish,
alter or maintain any improvement upon, underbmva any lot of a private area, or make or creayeeacavation or fill thereon, or make any
change in the natural or existing surface draingeeof, or install any utility line (wire or conithuthereon, except in accordance with the
Design Review Committee Rules, Article V, Sectiod3of the DCC&R, and the Design Guidelines. ThesiGn Guidelines are attached to
the DCC&R and a copy is attached hereto as ExBibifrticle V, Section 5.03(b) of the DCC&R provilthat any owner proposing to
construct, reconstruct, refinish or alter any péthe exterior of any improvement Visible from aighboring Lot (as that phrase is defined in
the DCC&R), or to perform any other work which réga prior written approval of the Design Reviewn@uittee, shall apply to the Design
Review Committee for approval in the manner pravioethat section. Examples of alterations andtiadd that require Design Review
Committee approval include, but are not limitedsto, ctural additions, extensions, or enclosureb si$ storage sheds and decks; changes in
roof color; changes in exterior house colors; fezxensions, fence replacements, retaining watls fance relocations; gates of different size
or design; dog kennels, runs, confinements, or;pEmdral system air conditioners; swimming posfgs, and hot tubs; permanent benches,
driveway flooring and visible walkways; window seitpibars, water features, vents and attic fanlsy seater heaters and solar fans; skylights,
patio covers, trellis, gazebos, and other unatthshreictures. Pursuant to Article V, Section 5c)8f the DCC&R, no approval of the Design
Review Committee shall be required for any interimprovements or alterations, nor shall approvahefDesign Review Committee be
required for reconstruction or refinishing in aadzamce with the plans for improvements previouslgenay Declarant or a Developer (as
Declarant and Developer are defined in the DCC&RJreviously approved by the Design Review Committe

C. TIME PERIOD FOR REVIEW

1.

Sixty (60) Day Review Period.The Design Review Committee will generally actamplications within sixty (60) days of receipt of a
completed and signed application. Application$ @l date stamped by the VOK Association upon peceilowever, a date stamp alone does
not start the running of the sixty (60) days. Bixty (60) day period shall commence to run onsgaed and completed application has been
received at the VOK office.

Thirty (30) Day Extension. If the Design Review Committee, for any reasomnable to act upon an application within sixty)(@8ys, it
may either deny the application or extend the pefigo an additional thirty (30) days. If the timperiod is extended, the Design Review
Committee shall make a reasonable effort to ntiéyowner of its decision to extend the time ferésponse.

Procedure Differs Depending Upon Cost of Modifiation. Exterior improvements costing in excess of $26 @@uire the Design Review
Committee's approval of both preliminary plans final plans and specifications. Exterior improvertsecosting $25,000 or less require the
Design Review Committee's approval of final pland apecifications. See Article V, Section 5.03({bjhe DCC&R.

Approval Effective for One Year. The Design Review Committee's approval shallffex#ve for a period of one (1) year. If the owne
does not commence the construction within the ahgdar period and thereafter complete the sanfered@sonable diligence, the approval
given shall be deemed revoked. If the owner faillommence construction within the one (1) yeaiodethe owner shall be required to
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resubmit final plans and specifications to the Befeview Committee in accordance with the proaedat forth in Article V, Section
5.03(d) of the DCC&R.

5. Inspection Upon Completion. Upon completion of construction of approved inyamments or other work, an owner is required to give
written notice to the Design Review Committee. Thesign Review Committee shall inspect the improsets or other work within sixty
(60) days, unless the time period for inspecticextended. If the Design Review Committee finds the improvements or other work were
not constructed in substantial compliance withapproved plans and specifications, the Design Re@iemmittee shall notify the owner of
such noncompliance and require the owner to rersedy noncompliance within sixty (60) days from dage of notice. If the owner fails to
remedy the noncompliance within the sixty (60) pgasiod or, in instances in which a longer timesgsonably required, if the owner fails in
good faith to commence a remedy within the sixg) @y period and to thereafter diligently pursuetemedy, the Desigh Review
Committee shall notify the Association of suchufegl, and the Association may take any reasonadps s remedy the noncompliance or to
restore the lot to its pre-existing condition analyrassess the owner for all expenses incurred.

D. DESIGN REVIEW COMMITTEE FEES

The Design Review Committee may charge a reasofedler reviewing applications as stated in thed3®, except that no fee shall be charged
to the Association_(setrticle VI, Section 6.02 of the DCC&R). The fesm® nonrefundable.

1. Standard Review FeesStandard fees will be implemented according ¢oftfe schedule set by the VOK AssociasdBoard of Directors.
(See Exhibit C.)

2. Special Review FeesA fee of one hundred dollars ($100.00) will bergea for the special review of applications. Tdpplies to those
applications that require review at times othenttiee regularly scheduled meetings. The fee museteived by the Association at the time
the request is made. The fee will cover the dostdved in expediting the review process.

E. REVIEW BY COVENANT SPECIALIST(S)

In certain limited instances, applications may jperaved by the Covenant Specialist(s). The DeRigriew Committee has authorized the
Covenant Specialist(s) to approve certain typesdtefations and additions provided the alteratams additions comply strictly with the plans,
specifications, and/or standards previously adoatedapproved by the Design Review Committee fioragerations and additions. These are
limited to the following: 1) window tinting; 2) wlalvays/slabs; 3) window unit air conditioners; 4litgystem air conditioning units; 5) gates in
existing fences which match said fences in desiglor, and material; 6) lighting; 7) lawn sprinide8) clothes lines; 9) installation of screen
doors; 10) replacement of grass with other approvess types; 11) removal or replacement of frand yrees; 12) installation of gutters; and 13)
installation of border materials.

I1l. SINGLE FAMILY IMPROVEMENTS
A. SINGLE FAMILY IMPROVEMENTS AND DRAWING INFORMATI  ON
1. Plans and SpecificationsHomeowners must submit two (@ts or copies of plans and specifications wigir #pplications which fully

describe the proposed improvements and describelentfy all exterior materials, finishes, andarslto be used. Incomplete illegible
plans and specifications may be returned to thécapp for resubmittal.

2. Plot Plan. A plot or site plan may be required by the De$kgview Committee. The plan should be scaled@hanum of one (1) inch per
20 feet (1 inch=20 feet) and show all easemengdpttation of all existing and proposed improveragtite property lines, the lot area, set
back and contour lines, drainage patterns and pegpdrainage plans, the proposed sanitary disfaadldles, the location of all existing trees
having a height in excess of six-feet or a trunlasuging six-inches or more in any diameter at gaddewel and indicating which trees (if any)
are to be removed, and the location of all propesiity installations. The existing and proposegbrovements which must be shown include
the perimeter of the original residence includilig@etensions, additions, walkways, slabs, driveyiagices, retaining walls, gates, air
conditioning condensers, gas tanks, swimming psplss, and equipment.

3. Floor Plan. Floor plans may be required. If so, the minimaeale is 1 inch per 8 feet. The floor plan musady show both the existing and
proposed improvements. Dimensions must be provitethe proposed improvement.

4. Sections.Sections may be required. If so, the minimuntesisal inch per 8 feet. Sections shall show fatiods, construction, the
relationship to the adjacent grade, and the heiball existing and proposed rooflines.

5. Exterior Elevations. Exterior elevations may be required. If so,nfieimum scale is 1 inch per 8 feet. Exterior eliewes shall describe all
existing and proposed windows, doors, siding, trmof material, and unit air conditioning equipment

6. Roof Plan. A roof plan may be required. If so, the minimaaale is 1 inch per 8 feet. The roof plan shaillshll existing and proposed
ridges, valleys, crickets, skylights, and solarex&teater panels.

7. Samples and PhotographsSamples or photographs of the materials usedking improvements become property of the Desigvidhe
Committee when submitted with applications.
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8. General Procedures For All Modifications. Please refer to Article V, Section 5.03(b) of B@C&R for general procedures for applications
submitted for all types of modifications. Diffetgerocedures apply, depending upon the cost githygosed modification. A copy of Article
V, Section 5.03(b) of the DCC&R is attached as Biti.

9. Specific Information Requirements. In addition to any other information or documeiotarequired by Article V, Section 5.03 of the
DCC&R, the following information and documentationust be submitted with an application for the feilog specific alterations and/or
additions.

a. Air Conditioning. Distinctions are made for both split and unitcainditioning systems.

i.  Split Systems. For split system air conditioning, the plot planst show all existing improvements and proposedenser
equipment. The equipment shall be contained éntirighin the existing fenced area of the lot. dfiplans shall indicate the air
handling unit locations and the proposed methoddacealing pipes and wiring.

ii. Window Unit Systems. Forwindow unit system&unit systems), the owner must provide a curpdottplan locating the proposed
first or second floor unit air conditioning equipmavithin the existing fenced area of the lot. T plan shall show the proposed
locations for all unit system equipment and the ntimg height above the floor. The plans must idelthe exterior elevation of the
lot and show the location of all proposed unitcainditioners. The plan must show the A/C enclosuaréhe exterior elevation when
applicable. (See Exhibit E).

b. Extensions/Enclosures.Applicants must submit boftreliminary andfinal plans for extensions/enclosures costing in exae$25,000.
Extensions/enclosures costing $25,000 or lessreeqalyfinal plans.

i.  Preliminary Plans. Preliminary plans are required for all extensienslosures costing in excess of $25,000. The ogedr
submit to the Design Review Committee prior to ¢argion, preliminary plans prepared by a licensiesvaii architect showing the
extension/enclosure in detail with dimensions. preiminary plans shall include, but shall notlitéted to, a plot plan, floor plans,
roof plans, and exterior elevation plans, andastlene section through the proposed extensionalwsaire. The plans must clearly
show the relationship of the proposed extensidhecexisting structure. The preliminary plans modicate the lot size, existing
ground floor footprint area, and the proposed gdoiloor footprint area of the extension or enclesuFollowing approval of the
preliminary plans the owner shall submit final glaa the Design Review Committee for approval peazommencement of any
work.

ii. Final Plans and Specifications.Final plans and specifications, in duplicate,rarpiired for all extensions and enclosures. The
final plans shall include a plot plan, floor plansof plans, exterior elevation plans, construcfi@ming plans, foundation plans, and
at least one section. The plans, elevations, ectibas must clearly show the connection of thgased extension to the existing
structure. The plans, elevations, and sectiong beusonsistent with the approved preliminary plafiBe plans and specifications
shall indicate all exterior materials, finishes aotbrs to be used. The owner shall also indib&@roposed construction schedule.
Final plans must be prepared by a licensed Hangddiitect if the construction cost exceeds $25,088y revisions to the
preliminary plans must be clearly identified on fimal plans. If there are no revisions, a stateine that effect must accompany
the final plans.

c. Grading. A plot plan showing the extent of the proposeatlgng is required. Changes to the existing dranztern must be clearly
shown on the plot plan.

d. Gutters. The application form should indicate the mateaiad color of the gutters/down spouts.
e. lrrigation. A plot plan showing the extent of the irrigatimork is required.

f.  Landscape. A plot plan showing the extent of the area todmelscaped is required. The common or botanicaésarhthe proposed
shrubbery, ground cover, plants, and trees shauldbzled on the plan. The location of the proggsanting and any accessories should
be clearly defined.

g. Lighting. A plot plan showing the location of the proposeterior lighting (ground, wall, poll or eaves moeat) is required. Also
required is a description (color, size, output poared material) in the form of a photograph, piefuar brochure of the proposed lighting.

h. Painting. Drawings are not required. However, applicantstnrsubmit paint chips and color samples if the psepl color(s) differs
from the existing scheme (applicants must indieatsting roofing color and material). Any requsthange the color of a fence along a
common boundary must be accompanied by a letter fn@ adjacent lot owner(s) approving the color.

i.  Roof/Attic Accessories.A roof and exterior elevation plan is require@télled drawings and product information sheetsaszled for
accessories such as skylights, solar water hegatiemss, and attic ventilators. Also required deacription (color and size) in the form of
a photograph, picture, or brochure of the propdteed.

j.  Screen Doors. The material, color, and location of the door mhesindicated on the application. Pictures or buoek may be helpful,
but are not required.

k. Swimming Pools and Hot Tubs.The location of any proposed swimming pool or lutt tnust be shown along with all existing
improvements. Associated equipment such as deckirsy also be shown on the plot plan. The locabase dimensions, and height of
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accessories such as slides, diving boards, poerspand pump equipment must be included. A rdpmnrt a soils engineer or other
expert may be required.

I. Unattached Structures. A plot plan is required showing proposed locatjatimensions, and distance from the property lri¢se
structure and adjacent property structures is requiUnattached structures include, but are miteld to, storage sheds, dog kennels,
gazebos, trellis, and patio verandas.

m. Walkways/Slabs. A plot plan is required. Dimensions of the prega concrete work, paver tiles, or gravel shatllearly shown on the
plan. The size and shape of stepping-stonestshathted on the drawings.

n. Walls/Fences/GatesA plot plan is required showing the location pseks, and materials to be used is required refaaning wall is
proposed, a detailed section must be submitteéin@#s to common walls and fences (those situated within two (2) feet of property
lines) require a letter of approval from the adjadet owner(s).

o. Front Yard Retaining Walls. Front yard retaining materials are restricte@kU and the existing type of fencing or wall tigatvithin
a particular village. The location of front yaetaining walls is governed by the Design Guidelines

p. Window Tint. A sample of the proposed window tint and broclhwitk specifications shall be submitted. The soéddlectance value of
the window tint must be indicated in the specifarzs.

g. Window Criteria. Slider windows, bay windows, french windows, awgn& casement windows are permitted in each villablee
color of windows, should be white or black, depegdin what the existing color is within a villagebrochure of the proposed window,
must be submitted with an application for consitiena

B. SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENCE IMPROVEMENT APPROVAL CRI TERIA FOR SPECIFIC ITEMS
The Design Review Committee shall use the followdritgria when considering applications for impnments to single family residences:

1. Air Conditioning Installations. All air conditioning installation must comply withe Design Review Committee Rules for Air Condiity
Installation (See Exhibit E).

2. Extensions/EnclosuresThe following criteria shall apply to extensicers¢losures:

a. Drawing Preparation. In accordance with the DCC&R, applications fopmmvements exceeding $25,000 must be preparedpsthm
and signed by a licensed Hawaii architect.

b. Formand Mass. Extensions and enclosures should be designédthsthey do not appear axlditions. Instead, they should look as
though they were part of the original design. Roaf, slope, massing, and details must match tigeral home design for the
particular village. Use of roof crickets shouldlibgited. Trellis members should stand on edge, sslid flat roof appearance is not
acceptable. Lath shall not be used horizontally.

c. Setbacks.Setbacks and required yards are cited in th@andes of the City and County of Honolulu. The/@itd County of Honolulu
currently requires the following set backs:

Village 1 - Kumu Iki = R-5 Residential/Cluster
Village 2 - Aeloa = R-3.5 Residential

Village 3 - Malanai = R-3.5 Residential

Village 4 - Kekuilani Palms = R-3.5 Residential/POH
Village 5 - Iwalani = R-5 Residential/Cluster

d. Additional Setbacks. In accordance with the Design Guidelines, no ntioae 60% of the lot area between 10 and 20 feet the
front property line may be covered by buildingenclosed by any fence or wall. Also, no more t6@% of the lot area 10 feet from the
front property line may be covered by concreteaweg materials. See Design Guidelines for additioestrictions related to set back
requirements.

e. Lot Coverage.Lot coverage is calculated as the gross inteqoaee footage plus exterior covered area. Belevasras and spaces,
which are included in the lot average calculati@htrellis areas; 2) exterior bays alcoves, aneétried spaces; 3) areas enclosed on three
(3) or more sides which are covered by any poxicthe roof other than the required 30-inch minimeawes; 4) exterior areas contained
by any combination of wall surfaces and structocdimns or posts; 5) the gross area of unattadnectsres; and 6) the gross useable
areas under second floor lanais and balconies.

f.  Standard Conditions. The following are several conditions that apply:

i.  Exterior materials such as siding, trim detail$oi roofing, windows, and doors for the extensienclosures must match existing
ones. No used or second-hand building materiallveaysed.

ii. Areas beneath concrete slabs are to be treateddiond termites by a licensed professional. Eidesf treatment must be available
when requested by the Covenants Specialist(s).

iii. Anydimensions and setbacks for extensions muappeoved by the Design Review Committee.
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iv. Eaves must be a minimum of 30 inches.

v. Allwork must conform with the Kapolei Design Gelithes, the Village of Kapolei DCC&R, and all appble laws and codes.
Building permits from the City & County of Honolulaust be obtained when required.

vi. Owners must submit to the Covenants Specialispoged construction schedule (including the stadtcompletion dates).

3. Grading Criteria. Existing site drainage patterns must be maintairgdface runoff water shall not be altered frtsmatural or designed
course, nor shall it be redirected in a mannerrématlts in erosion or damage to the lot or angiaitg lot.

4. Gutter Criteria. All gutters shall be white or match the existeagerior trim or house color. An exception is cepgutters, which can be
approved in a natural state.

5. Irrigation Criteria. Irrigation heads shall be directed away from @pmainto adjacent properties.

6. Landscaping Criteria. All landscape must comply with the Residentiah@® Family) Landscape Design Guidelines for thiayes of
Kapolei Association (See Exhibit F).

7. Lighting Criteria. Exterior lighting shall be directed away from sh@onto adjacent properties. Landscape lightixigrfes shall be
mounted at a height not exceeding 18 inches abexkeg Landscape lighting fixtures are generaliynitted within front yards along
driveways, walkways, and garden planting arease fikture style should be simple in shape and desithe fixture color should be black,
neutral or earth tone. Manufactusgbrochure and fixture specifications shall be sttbthalong with the homeownerapplication.

8. Painting Criteria. Neutral, pastel, and earth colors are generatig@table, but must be approved by the Design Re@iemmittee. In any
case, proposed paint colors must be compatibletivitttolor scheme of the surrounding homes. Noeowhall use any reflective finishes on
exterior surfaces (other than non-mirrored glagSdterior paint shall be either flat or semi-glo$¢o gloss or reflective paint will be permitted
on any exterior surfaces. The colors of all etesurfaces shall contain at least seventy-fivegrer(75%) white pigment except for accent
colors which can cover no more than five perce®i)(6f any exterior elevation. Painting common &ssituated on property lines requires
the approval of the adjacent lot owner(s) if thepmsed color differs from the existing one.

9. Screen Door Criteria. Steel, aluminum and wood doors are acceptalie allowable colors are white, black, bronze, otfcm#he existing
color of a homes front door. Doors that are wsfbbm street must have a simple pattern.

10. Roof/Attic Attachment Criteria. Attachments may not exceed the height of thesaifgeline. No exterior mounted storage tanks are
permitted. Attachments must be parallel with tef and not exceed a height of six (6) inchesariSmhnels, skylights, and vent frames must
be dark bronze or black in color. No exposed pivegermitted. Lastly, the reflective value musttexceed twenty (20) percent.

11. Unattached Structures. Freestanding, covered gazebos and trellis stestuhich are open on all sides are permittedo, Ateestanding
storage structures in rear and some side yarqseangtted when they meet setback requirementsictiies made of metal are not permitted.
a. Owner built storage shedsre permitted when they meet setback requireméhtsroof and paint color must be compatible wlith t
existing structure. Moreover, the roof and sidingtenials must be of the same composition of thetiagi structure. Storage sheds
installed against the side of the house must filenthe eaves.

b. Pre-fabricated vinyl storage shedsust be of earth tone color(s) and meet a 5’ skttequirement from property line within fenced
yard, and must be screened from neighboring stvétitgrees or palms.

12. Walkways/Slab Criteria. There are four (4) categories: general concret&wvalkways and slabs; driveways, and finishes@verings.

a. General Concrete Work. Concrete work in front yards is limited to theabetween the garage door face and front prolregtyNo
fences, walls, or structures of any kind may begaawithin ten (10) feet of the front property linldo more than 60 percent of this area
may be covered by driveways, walkways, and othpeiwious surfaces. Existing drainage patterns tmeishaintained. Surface runoff
or the water drainage course may not be altered iinatural or designed path. Additionally, thaoff or course may not be redirected
in a manner that results in erosion or damageetdotior any adjoining lot(s). Areas beneath thieccete work must be treated for
ground termites by a licensed professional. Evidesf treatment must be submitted with the apjinatConcrete work in side yards
should not be closer than one (1) foot from theerty line. Also, concrete work cannot be clobanttwo (2) feet to any property line
where a zero (0) lot line structure occurs. Thig erception is permitted when concrete slabs aeeltto abut CMU walls. Dimensions
of concrete work shall not be changed without fhgreval of the Design Review Committee. Homeowiaeesencouraged to place tree
wells within large concrete slab areas. This paldrly applies in rear or back yards.

b. Walkway Slabs. Criteria for walkways and slabs differ for frdoaded, rear-loaded, and cluster lots.
i.  Front-loaded lots. Any walkway consisting of gravel, concrete, di@tpaving material that wraps around a garageaséand is
perpendicular to a driveway or another walkwajnigtéd to a maximum of 3 feet and 6 inches in widiider walkways may

be approved only if they are designed to matchxstirey adjacent walkway. Walkways from the sidéuwa the front entry of
a house, which are parallel to the driveway, arejtied only if they are separated by a two (2}fe@e grass planting strip.
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ii. Rear-loaded lots. Any walkway consisting of gravel, concrete, orasthaving material shall not extend beyond theds oinch
maximum as described in the previous paragrafghlkways in rear-loaded lots are generally locatetide of the fenced area within the
front yard.

iii. Cluster lots. Concrete walkways outside of fenced areas aitetinto a maximum of 3 feet 6 inches as in frord erar-loaded lots.
Gravel areas will generally follow the same guitekxcept when proposed variances are considersibe of the peculiar widths of
existing gravel areas.

Driveways. The widening of driveways are permitted; (1) atergion of up to three 3 feet on one side only2pan extension of 2
feet on each side of the driveway. The widening dfiveway is not permitted for homes that areasitd in a “Cluster Driveway” and/or
“Common Driveway”.

Finishes and Coverings.The painting of concrete driveways and walkwaysant yards is permitted when earth-colored tones
approved by the Design Review Committee are uks@mples of earth-colored tones are beige andTée. slate, marble, and other
types of finish material are allowed for front watkys and porches, but not for driveways. Colorfsagcbeige, gray, and black are
acceptable. Green astro-turf is permitted asistfimaterial for concrete surfaces within frontyareas. However, it is limited to use
only within the areas under covered porches.

Fences.Proposed fences alongside private alleys or conuinigeways that enclose rear or side yards musidenvisibility (line of

Split-face CMU walls built in accordance with thélages of Kapolei Resolution Relating to the Replaent of Current Fences with
Split Tile Block are permitted, provided the appboef the Design Review Committee shall be firdbaied.

Front yard retaining walls. Front yard retaining walls are subject to the negpents of the Design Guidelines and are restritie
CMU and fencing materials that have been approyatidoDesign Review Committee for that particuiiage.

Window Tint Criteria. Non-reflective tinting, bronze or gray must bstalled by a licensed professional. A maximum@¥2solar
reflectance is permissible.

Swimming Pool/Hot Tub Criteria. Care must be taken to ensure that the desigmaatidn of swimming pools and/or hot tubs do not
adversely affect other lots.

Swimming pools, hot tubs, and all related equipnséould be visually screened. The City and Coaatle does not allow for swimming
pools, hot tubs, and/or related equipment thatek&® inches in height from the grade. In addjtibe height of the equipment and
accessories shall not extend above the propemgll or fence.

Clothesline Criteria. Clotheslines shall be located within fenced asgasshall not be Visible from a Neighboring Lat that phrase is
defined in the DCC&R). In addition to the foregmj the top of the clotheslines must be lower tharheight of the fence or wall.

Security Bar Criteria. Fixed security bars are permitted at the extéeioestration of a residence. However, they mestithin fenced
areas and not readily visible from a public or gigvstreet. Moreover, decorative wood lattice rbestecured over the bars. Please note that
security bars, which are fully contained within tiesidences interior, do not require Design Review Commitdpproval.

Flag Poles, Holders, and Brackets

A. Single Family Dwelling Lots

Flag Poles cannot exceed 76 inches in length laaltirot exceed 2 inches in diameter. All flag paieust be placed in a flag holder and/or
bracket which must be placed on a porch pillarcipa@ailing, or garage wall in an incline positioNo flag, flag pole, holder, nor bracket may
protrude beyond the garden zone area.

B. Sub-Associations

Sub-associations are encouraged to draft and stithie Design Review Committee for approval aroppsed flag guidelines, which will be
used for their respective projects. In approvinchsguidelines, the Design Review Committee willdsking for conformance, to the extent
reasonably possible, with the single family dwellguidelines stated above. In the absence of qumtoeed guidelines, flags, flag poles,
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holders, and brackets shall be subject to the gioms of the guidelines for single family dwellinget forth above and as modified under
Paragraph C below. The approval by the Design Re@iemmittee shall not serve to relieve any sub&aton or its members from its/their
obligations or responsibilities under the goverrimgiruments of the sub-association, nor shadhitstitute any representation by the Design
Review Committee that such flag, flag pole, holdetracket is authorized under the sub-assoclatgoverning instruments. The Design
Review Committee may require verification by the-sssociation or owner, of compliance with the aafeciation’s governing instruments.

C. Units in Multi-Family Residential Buildings
With respect to units in multi-family dwelling bdings, where there is no porch, the term porchheildeemed to mean a lanai, and where
there is no porch or lanai, the term porch shatldemed to mean the front entrance. Exceptiorfsetguidelines set forth in Paragraph A
above will be made as determined reasonably negdssthe Design Review Committee to address diffees between single-family
dwelling units and multi-family dwelling units.

The Design Guidelines set forth specific requiretsealated to multi-family residential lots. Thed$ign Guidelines provide, in part:

G. LANDSCAPING STANDARDS/GUIDELINES
1. Allyards must be landscaped and provided wifhation systems including automatic controllers.

2. All parking lots shall be landscaped with one ganiee per 5 parking stalls. Parking lots frogtinternal residential roadways or adjacent
properties shall be screened with berms and/ordsedg

The foregoing requirements must be followed witspeet to any exterior alterations, additions, g@rrements to a multi-family structure or a unit
in a multi-family structure. The same criteriadige Article 11l above shall apply with respectegterior alterations, additions, or improvements to

multi-family structures or units in multi-familyrsictures, except to the extent that the criteria @nflict with the requirements stated above or
otherwise stated in the Design Guidelines.

V. COTENANCY AREAS

Improvements, excavation, and other work made to any cotenancy area shall be made or performaddordance with the applicable provisions oféhes
Design Committee Rules, the DCC&R, including, bott lmited to Article V, Section 5.06, and the OgsiGuidelines.

VI. COMMON AREA IMPROVEMENTS

Improvements, excavation, and other work to omiy @ommon Area shall be shall be made or perfoimedcordance with the applicable provisions of
these Design Committee Rules, the DCC&R, includng,not limited to Article V, Section 5.05, ane:tBesign Guidelines.

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These design guidelines have been prepared by dasihty Finance and Development Corporation (HFD@yavide the Developer/Builder for each residéntia
village with general design parameters along wothe specific requirements. It is the intent othguidelines to provide the Builder with a greal df flexibility

in designing an interior village while ensuringeatain level of continuity throughout. Where thadglines say "may" this is permissive, but “shattd “wil’ are
mandatory unless written approval has been obtdnedHFDC to make a change from the guidelines.

All site plans, housing plans and elevations, wédisces, signs, lighting, entry treatments anddaaping and irrigation plans must be approvedeytFDC
Design Review Committee (DRC).

Some of the presentations are suggestions or cenoffpred for your consideration. The intent afyiding these suggestions and concepts is todsere
communication between HFDC and the Builder. Th#dBuis encouraged to discuss concepts and iditfashe staff. Originality as well as new and inative
concepts will be given careful consideration bylteDC staff.
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The goal of HFDC for Kapolei Village is to "develaguality residential community at a cost which pvbvide the majority of the housing for familiesich are
currently unable to purchase homes on the openatialihese guidelines have been prepared with tiesie in mind. If you, the Builder, have any segtipns
for additions or changes, we encourage you to slisthese ideas with our staff.

The guidelines have been divided into three sestion
1. Single-family Residential Standards
2. Multi-family Residential Standards

3. Street and Infrastructure Standards.

SINGLE FAMILY DETACHED RESIDENTIAL

The dream of most prospective home purchaserswalis to own a single family detached house \aitprivate yard and a two-car garage. This is ldyrea
which HFDC hopes to achieve providing approximatiefge-quarters of the dwelling units at Kapoldidge to meet this demand.

However, due to the relatively high densities wiaolneeded to make the overall development feasilblovative planning and design will be requicgalovide
the quality which is so necessary to create a ssdeneighborhood and community. In order to nteete density requirements while still providingte-family
detached homes, these Guidelines offer three eliffdot planning concepts:

County.

H. Telephone

All telephone lines will be constructed undergroiméccordance with the requirements and standdiidawaiian Telephone Company and the City and

. INTRODUCTION

A. The guidelines are intended to preserve thacttire appearance and the original design condegstah of the Villages of
Kapolei.

B. These rules are aesthetic guidelines only amdatra substitute for any structural engineenimgghanical engineering,
acoustical engineering or electrical engineeringaadwhich may be needed for the installation ofarconditioning system.
It is the homeowner's responsibility to seek @si@nal assistance.

C. Split system air conditioning and unit air cdimtiing installations are permitted. Before inkttibn, an application along
with the required submittal information must bemitked to the Design Committee for approval. Afpproval by the
Design Committee, the homeowner is required toinltee necessary permits from the City and Couftyanolulu.

D. Also, homeowners should, if applicable, veriphthe planned air conditioning system will affeome warranties.

II. GENERAL GUIDELINES
A. NOISE

1. The selection of air conditioning equipment @&adocation for installation should take into calegation the noise that
will be generated. Under all circumstances, thesresponsibility of each of the individual homeeaws to undertake
noise mitigation measures so that adjacent resédesn@ not disturbed.

B. DRAINAGE OF CONDENSATION
1. Itis not acceptable for condensation from airditioning equipment to drain onto adjacent prtpsr

2. Condensation from air conditioning equipmentista be allowed to drip down or splash againsteRkterior siding of
the residence.

C. REQUIRED YARDS

1. Air conditioning equipment with less than a 8@H vertical thickness may project into a requifad as follows:

5. If any portion of a unit air conditioner exceeibs feet above grade or is visible from a pubtieat, the unit air
conditioner shall be screened by an enclosure.diageams.

B. SECOND FLOOR UNIT AIR CONDITIONING

1. Unit air conditioning at the second floor aldhg front facade is generally not permitted unddternate locations
are not physically possibly or if alternate locatiare not aesthetically pleasing.

2. All unit air conditioning at second floors mim& screened by an enclosure. See Diagrams A and B.

3. When installing unit air conditioning in a wingdgthe affected window areas above, below andeities of the air
conditioning unit must be replaced with matchingél glass panels and matching frame. See diagrams.

4. Holes in walls made specifically for unit aimclitioning are permitted. See section I.B. Thatmns of such units
should include aesthetic considerations. For exantipe unit should align horizontally and/or veatly with
adjacent window or door trim.

IV. SPLIT SYSTEM AIR CONDITIONING:

Any ducting and wiring mounted to the exterior sgg of the residence must be concealed with aroppate
material such as wood trim or rain gutter stocleg&dless of the material used for concealmentdloe must be
painted to match the color of the adjacent existixigrior surface.

Ducting and wiring mounted to the exterior surfatéhe residence must be located in an aesthstigkehsing
manner. Exposed vertical runs should be minimieggpsed horizontal runs are discouraged. Ductireg any
roof surface is not acceptable.

A. GROUND FLOOR AIR CONDITIONING

1. Split system condenser equipment installatigrergnitted only on the ground floor within the fedarea of the
yard. No air conditioning equipment should beafiet at the ground floor of any residence thaisgle from the
street and not concealed by the fence. Air canthiti condensers and other equipment exceedingi3@ight from
grade are not permitted in any required yards fisatkby the City and County of Honolulu.

B. SECOND FLOOR AIR CONDITIONING:

1. All necessary ducting and wiring from the growvttere the compressor rests to any second flodvaaidling unit
should occur internally.

GENERAL DESIGN CONSIDERATIONS

A. The original landscaping design for each ofuitiages at Kapolei was based upon these threetdlgs:
1. To establish an overall identity and character;
2. To provide continuity;
3. Tocreate an attractive and aesthetically pigasnvironment.

Based upon these objectives, homeowner proposatafoovements and landscaping of their individatd will be evaluated in the conteodt
their particulawillage.

B. Homeowners should maintain a landscaping schveieh is consistent with the foregoing objectives.

C. The landscape design guidelines contained hareim addition to those set forth in the Desigridélines attached to the Declaration of
Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions, VillageKayolei (DCC&R ).

. FRONT YARD LANDSCAPING.
The predominant landscape theme at the Villageeipreservation of the visual openness at the fiamals created by the contiguous lawn areas.
A. FRONT YARD TREE REPLACEMENT

1. Frontyard trees may be replaced with a diffespecies, provided the species is listed as otteedadpproved species found in Article 1ll or
otherwise approved by the Design Review Committee.

2. Other trees such as palms will be considereahandividual basis. The common and botanical ra@m&well as information about the tree,
are required. A pair of palms may be permittecualiwe driveway or front yard.

3. Developer installed trees may be removed arldaeg with the approval of the Covenant Specialist has been delegated authority by the
Design Review Committee to approve the removalrapthcement of trees with approved trees; provitlediever, that the removal of any
tree within 25 feet of the property line of any Isbiall require approval of the Design Review Corteaias set forth in Article V, Section
5.02(bb) of the DCC&R.

B. FRONT YARD BORDERS.

Except as provided below, the Design Review Conesittoes not permit plants or other material whielate a border in the front yard area or
between property lines.

1. Exception: Small flowers may be permitted altmgedge of a driveway or walkway if the plant enials do not exceed 12" in height or
width. (Example: flowers, such as impatiens,ytles, portulaca, hearts and flowers are perthijite

3. In some circumstances (such as at the endufdeesac) a setback line of 15 to 20 feet fromftbet property line has been used to designate
the open space area.

4. Borders may be permitted as provided in ArficRaragraph F, Subparagraph 2 below.

C. FRONT YARD LANDSCAPING FOR NON-CLUSTER DESIGNED VILLAGES

1. Exterior Non-Cluster Lots. These requirements apply primarily to exposed favrgide yards of non-cluster lots which contapr@perty
line along a public right-of-way. These are thenles bordering each side of a non-cluster drivewaymer street condition.
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a. Removal of Grass, Landscape Plants, and Gr\gin obtaining the approval of the Covenant Sistiexisting grass, landscape
plants, and gravel may be removed and replacedanidpproved grass as listed in Article Ill, PaapbrA, Subparagraph 5.

b. Rearrangement or Replacement of Grass, Land&tapts and Gravel. If existing grass, landscdgtipg, or gravel is to be replaced or
rearranged with planting material other than gragsgenerally limited to the approved treesudist ground covers, grass, and gravel

2. Front Yard Open Space Restriction. All front yards shall be landscaped and maintainealneat and attractive condition. Except as
otherwise provided herein, no improvements othan #pproved grass and approved garden lightingtshallowed in the front yard areas.

a. Front Loaded Lots. Plants, shrubs, palms, small trees and garderlading both flower and rock gardens) are allowethimfront
yards of front loaded lots (i.e., lots with garagethe front) so long as they are located withia garden zone.

The garden zoneis described as follows: 1) for front loaded Itk garden zone area between the front yard fam¢¢he face of the
garage., 2) for rear loaded lots, the garden zoaesix foot area beginning at the face of the @aunsl extending toward the street.

b. Rear Loaded Lots. Plants and gardens (including both flower and gaokdens) are allowed in the front yards of readdoots (i.e.,
lots with garages in the back) so long as theyoaated within the garden zone.

c. Cul-De-Sac Lots.The design intent for cul-de-sac lots is to keepatea between the street curb and the face gbttage doors as a
continuous grassed area interrupted only by comodeitreways. A 15 to 20 foot area from the frpraperty line is used as the guideline
for open lawn space for those lots with irreguleaEes and atypical garage locations.

D. FRONT YARD GARDENS FOR NON-CLUSTER DESIGNED VILL AGES

1. Flower beds and rock gardens are permittedeigéinden zone as defined above. Perennial andhsgélsaver beds within the defined areas of
front yard gardens which have been previously aggatanay be replaced without additional approvaie Tange of approved palms, shrubs,
ground covers and trees are limited to ornaméypek. "Pink flamingos" and other similar decanasi are not permitted, provided, however,
that neutral color figurines not exceeding 30" &ight are permitted in the rock gardens. Vegetabd fruit gardens are not permitted in this
area. Water features are allowed in the gardee acea with the approval of the Design Review Cdtaen Extensive paved areas in the

garden zone area is discouraged.

2. Shrubs are permitted as screening elements duedactric transformer boxes.

E. FRONT YARD LANDSCAPING FOR CLUSTER DESIGNED VILL AGES

1. Exterior Cluster Lots. These requirements apply primarily to exposed foorside yards of cluster lots which contain a propline along a
public right-of-way. These are the homes bordegiach side of a cluster driveway or corner strestlition.

a. Removal of Grass, Landscape Plants, and Gri\gin obtaining the approval of the Covenant $istiexisting grass, landscape
plants, and gravel may be removed and replacedanidpproved grass as listed in Article Ill, PaapbrA, Subparagraph 5.

b. Rearrangement or Replacement of Grass, Land&tapts and Gravel. If existing grass, landscdgtipg, or gravel is to be replaced or
rearranged with planting material other than gragsgenerally limited to the trees, shrubs, grdeover, grasses, and gravel listed in

Article IlI.

c. Exceptions are as follows:

(1) Flower and rock gardens are permitted in tkédogit area beginning at the face of the houseeatehding toward the street. The
approved planting can be found in Article lll. €Es may be permitted on merit of design. "Pink iftyos” and other similar
decorations, vegetable and fruit gardens are matiied in this area; except that neutral colonfiges not exceeding 30" in height

are permitted in garden zone area.
(2) Shrubs are permitted as screening elementsidrmeectric transformer boxes, back flow valves, et

(3) Existing shrubs and ground covers that werliesl by the developer which border the sidewailey be replaced with approved
ground covers and shrubs as long as the open spacept is maintained.

Interior Cluster Lots. Homes situated in cluster groupings which do netatliy front a public right-of-way are considereterior cluster lots.
For these interior cluster lots, landscape plantjpes for exposed front yards may be selected free approved planting list in Article 111 .
Because these planting areas are generally sijaihzal will be determined upon the individual mefithe proposed change.

F. PLANTING AND LAWN DIVIDERS

1.

Around Front Yard Trees. For all lots, planting dividers (brick, stone, dlavinyl, etc.) around the front yard tree will &eproved if deemed
unobtrusive and do not exceed ten square feee@ around covers and flowers which are six incnésss in height and four inches or less
in width will generally be approved in this area.

Lawn Dividers Between Adjacent Properties. Black vinyl landscape dividers which are flushhwiihe lawn are acceptable. All other types
of borders within front yards proposed along oreelint to property lines will be approved upon iflial merit and circumstance. When
pavers or brick units are utilized, they shouldytmuted in place for stability. Rock, pavers daclbunits used for borders between properties
should generally not exceed four inches in widttl tire top should be flush with the lawn except wit@buts a sidewalk, in such a case, the
top of the border should not be higher than theveadk.

Around Front Yard Gardens. Planting dividers (brick, stone, black vinyl, #tevhich are less than six inches in height fraadg and four
inches or less in width are generally permittecepkevhen such dividers abut a public sidewalk.

Along Driveways, Walkways And Public Sidewalks Divider material not exceeding four inches in \igitill generally be permitted along
driveways, walkways and public sidewalks if the édphe border material does not exceed the heiptite adjacent sidewalk or driveway. In
all cases, the owner must ensure that the divideerial does not cause a hazardous condition tespréghs. NOTE: "In accordance with
City and County regulations, planting divider mitids not permitted within any planting strip ben the sidewalk and the street curb within
the public rights of way without certified appraoval

Planter Box.Brick Keystone planter box not exceeding 18" ilghtallowed within the garden zone area. Coldke§stone must be of earth
tone color. (i.e., Beige, grey or red)

G. POTTED PLANTS

Potted plants in the front yard area will gelietee approved provided the following conditions aet: a) the total number visible from a
public street does not exceed ten; b) the pohheigwidth does not exceed 30"; c) the pots@eatéd within the front porch area or are
sitting upon a paved surface such as a walkwayieeway; and d) the pots are arranged and mairdama reasonable fashion. At cluster
homes, the pots are not to be located within pedesir vehicular easements or impede the useabf slements.

Potted plants at the sides and rear of a resgd@nd contained wholly within the fenced area gelyedo not require Design Review
Committee approval.

II. REAR AND SIDE YARD LANDSCAPING

A. REAR AND SIDE YARD GARDENS
