








STREET AND INFRASTRUCTURE STANDARDS

A.  Streets

Streets in interior villages within Kapolei Village should be generally curvilinear as HFDC wants to minimize the wall effect created by long straight streets.

Cul-de-sacs (not exceeding 500 feet in length) shall be used as extensively as possible. All roads are to be dedicated to the City and County and must meet City
standards except:

1. Rolled curbs may be utilized on minor streets and cul-de-sacs (44-foot rights-of-way and less).

2. Four-foot wide sidewalks may be placed adjacent to the curbs on these same streets. Where street signs, fire hydrants, ganged mailboxes and other
curbside elements are required, sidewalks may be widened to maintain a constant unobstructed width.
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3. "Elbow turns" will be permitted on minor streets and cul-de-sacs.
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B. Drainage

Each interior village shall drain to the infrastructure storm drain provided by HFDC. Lots shall be graded to drain to the street unless the Builder can
demonstrate an alternative that is acceptable to HFDC and the City and County.

C. Grading

Grading shall be performed in accordance with the requirements of the soils report and those of the City and County. Where possible, grading should be
balanced within the village area. Erosion control plans and dust abatement and control plans must accompany the grading plans,

D. Water

The water system shall be designed to provide domestic and fire flows in accordance with Board of Water Supply standards. Dual water systems for irrigation
shall be provided as required by the Board.

E. Sewer
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The sewer system shall be designed to provide adequate collection of sewerage flows from each parcel and the interior village to a point of discharge
constructed by HFDC. Design standards shall be in accordance with those of the City and County.

F. Electrical

All power systems will be constructed underground in accordance with the requirements and standards of Hawaiian Electric Company and the City and
County.

G. QGas
Gas, if extended to the project boundaries, shall be installed in accordance with the requirements and standards of The Gas Company and the City and County.
H. Telephone

All telephone lines will be constructed underground in accordance with the requirements and standards of Hawaiian Telephone Company and the City and
County.

1. Television
All TV cable lines will be constructed underground in accordance with applicable requirements and standards.
J.  Street Lighting

Street lighting shall comply with the requirements and standards of the City and County. Theme lighting fixtures may be used if the City accepts them for
dedication.

V. LAND CLASSIFICATIONS AND RESTRICTIVE COVENANTS

5.03 Private Area; Construction and Alteration of Improvements; Excavations.

No Owner may construct, reconstruct, refinish, alter or maintain any improvement upon, under or above any Lot of a Private Area or
may make or create any Excavation or Fill thereon, or may make any change in the natural or existing surface drainage thereof, or may
install any utility line (wire or conduit) thereon, except in compliance with the Design Review Committee Rules, the Design Guidelines
set forth in Exhibit D, and all provisions of this section:

(b) Any Owner proposing to construct, reconstruct, refinish or alter any part of the exterior of any improvement Visible
from a Neighboring Lot, or to perform any other work which requires prior written approval of the Design Review Committee, shall
apply to the Design Review Committee for approval in the following manner:

) In the case of Improvements having a cost exceeding $25,000.00, (as this sum may be increased from time to
time by the Design Review Committee, with the approval of the Board):

(1) The Owner shall submit to the Design Review Committee prior to construction, preliminary plans for the
proposed Improvements, prepared by an Architect showing the Improvements in detail with dimensions. The Design Review
Committee shall review and shall either approve or disapprove such preliminary plans in writing within sixty (60) days, after
submission unless said time period is extended as hereinafter provided, and in the event of disapproval, shall state in writing the reasons
for disapproval. If the Design Review Committee is unable to act on the plans within sixty (60) days, the Design Review Committee
may either deny the application or extend the time for its response for a period of an additional thirty (30) days. If the time period is
extended, the Design Review Committee shall make a reasonable effort to notify the Owner of its decision to extend the time for its
response. The Design Review Committee's failure to approve or disapprove the preliminary plans within said sixty (60) day period or
ninety (90) day period if the time period is extended shall be deemed approval.

(i1) Following approval of the preliminary plans, the Owner shall submit the final plans and specifications
for the proposed Improvements to the Design Review Committee in duplicate, including where appropriate, a plot plan showing
easements, set back and contour lines, the location of all existing and proposed Improvements, the proposed drainage plan, the
proposed sanitary disposal facilities, the location of all existing trees having a height in excess of six-feet or a trunk measuring six-
inches or more in any diameter at ground level and indicating which trees (if any) the Owner plans to remove, and the location of all
proposed utility installations. The plans and specifications shall indicate all exterior materials, finishes and colors to be used. The
Owner shall also indicate his proposed construction schedule, and shall pay a reasonable fee as established by the Design Review
Committee for plan review and inspection. The Design Review Committee shall review and shall either approve or disapprove the final
plans and specifications in writing within sixty (60) days after submission unless said time period is extended as hereinafter provided,
and in the event of disapproval shall state in writing the reasons for disapproval. If the Design Review Committee is unable to act on
the final plans within sixty (60) days, the Design Review Committee may either deny the application or extend the time for response for
a period of an additional thirty (30) days. If the time period is extended, the Design Review Committee shall make a reasonable effort
to notify the Owner of its decision to extend the time for its response. The Design Review Committee's failure to approve or disapprove
the final plans within said sixty (60) day period or ninety (90) day period if the time period is extended shall be deemed approval. The
Design Review Committee shall not disapprove any final plans and specifications on account of any matter previously presented and
approved in the preliminary plans.

2) In the case of exterior Improvements having a cost of $25,000.00 or less (as this sum may be increased from
time to time by the Design Review Committee, with the approval of the Board), the Owner shall submit to the Design Review
Committee for approval prior to construction final plans and specifications for the proposed Improvements, including where appropriate
a plot plan showing easements, set back and contour lines, the location of all existing and proposed Improvements, the proposed
drainage plan, the proposed sanitary disposal facilities, the location of all existing trees having a height in excess of six feet or a trunk
measuring six inches or more in any diameter at ground level and indicating which (if any) the Owner plans to remove, and the location
of all proposed utility installations. The plans and specifications shall indicate all exterior materials, finishes and colors to be used.
The Owner shall also indicate his proposed construction schedule, and shall pay a reasonable fee as established by the Design Review
Committee for plan review and inspection. The Design Review Committee shall review and shall either approve or disapprove the final
plans and specifications in writing within sixty (60) days after submission unless said time period is extended as hereinafter provided,
and in the event of disapproval shall state in writing the reasons for disapproval. If the Design Review Committee is unable to act on
the plans within sixty (60) days, the Design Review Committee may either deny the application or extend the time for its response for a
period of an additional thirty (30) days. If the time period is extended, the Design Review Committee shall make a reasonable effort to
notify the Owner of its decision to extend the time for its response. The Design Review Committee's failure to approve or disapprove
within said sixty (60) day period or ninety (90) day period if the time period is extended shall be deemed approval.
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EXHIBIT E

DESIGN RULES FOR
AIR CONDITIONING INSTALLATION
February 8, 1995

I. INTRODUCTION

A. The guidelines are intended to preserve the attractive appearance and the original design concept of each of the Villages of
Kapolei.

B. These rules are aesthetic guidelines only and are not a substitute for any structural engineering, mechanical engineering,
acoustical engineering or electrical engineering advice which may be needed for the installation of an air conditioning system.
It is the homeowner's responsibility to seek professional assistance.

C. Split system air conditioning and unit air conditioning installations are permitted. Before installation, an application along
with the required submittal information must be submitted to the Design Committee for approval. After approval by the

Design Committee, the homeowner is required to obtain the necessary permits from the City and County of Honolulu.

D. Also, homeowners should, if applicable, verify how the planned air conditioning system will affect home warranties.

II. GENERAL GUIDELINES

A. NOISE
1. The selection of air conditioning equipment and its location for installation should take into consideration the noise that
will be generated. Under all circumstances, it is the responsibility of each of the individual homeowner's to undertake
noise mitigation measures so that adjacent residences are not disturbed.
B. DRAINAGE OF CONDENSATION

1. Ttis not acceptable for condensation from air conditioning equipment to drain onto adjacent properties.

2. Condensation from air conditioning equipment shall not be allowed to drip down or splash against the exterior siding of
the residence.

C. REQUIRED YARDS

1. Air conditioning equipment with less than a 30-inch vertical thickness may project into a required yard as follows:

Required Yard Horizontal Projection Allowed
Less than 10 feet 30 inches
Greater than 10 feet but less than or equal to 20 feet 36 inches
Greater than 20 feet 42 inches

II1. UNIT AIR CONDITIONING

A. GROUND FLOOR UNIT AIR CONDITIONING

1. Unit air conditioning is permitted on the ground floor within the fenced area of the yard. No unit air conditioning should
be installed at the ground floor of any residence that is visible from the street and not concealed by the fence.
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Unit air conditioning is not permitted along the ground floor front facade of any residence. The front facade is
defined as all exterior walls of the residence located between the front yard fence and the public right-of-way, street,
and/or "cluster driveway".

a. Exception: When all of the exterior walls of a ground floor room are located along the front facade, an air
conditioning unit may be permitted in a side wall (or window) so long as it is screened by an enclosure.

When installing unit air conditioning in a window, the affected window areas above, below and to the sides of the air
conditioning unit must be replaced with matching fixed glass panels and matching frame. See diagrams.

Holes in walls made specifically for unit air conditioning are permitted. See section [.B. The locations of such units
should include aesthetic considerations. For example, the unit should align horizontally and/or vertically with
adjacent window or door trim.

If any portion of a unit air conditioner exceeds six feet above grade or is visible from a public street, the unit air
conditioner shall be screened by an enclosure. See diagrams.

B. SECOND FLOOR UNIT AIR CONDITIONING

Unit air conditioning at the second floor along the front facade is generally not permitted unless alternate locations
are not physically possibly or if alternate locations are not aesthetically pleasing.

All unit air conditioning at second floors must be screened by an enclosure. See Diagrams A and B.

When installing unit air conditioning in a window, the affected window areas above, below and to the sides of the air
conditioning unit must be replaced with matching fixed glass panels and matching frame. See diagrams.

Holes in walls made specifically for unit air conditioning are permitted. See section [.B. The locations of such units
should include aesthetic considerations. For example, the unit should align horizontally and/or vertically with
adjacent window or door trim.

IV. SPLIT SYSTEM AIR CONDITIONING:

Any ducting and wiring mounted to the exterior surface of the residence must be concealed with an appropriate
material such as wood trim or rain gutter stock. Regardless of the material used for concealment, the color must be
painted to match the color of the adjacent existing exterior surface.

Ducting and wiring mounted to the exterior surface of the residence must be located in an aesthetically pleasing
manner. Exposed vertical runs should be minimized; exposed horizontal runs are discouraged. Ducting over any
roof surface is not acceptable.

A. GROUND FLOOR AIR CONDITIONING

L.

Split system condenser equipment installation is permitted only on the ground floor within the fenced area of the
yard. No air conditioning equipment should be installed at the ground floor of any residence that is visible from the
street and not concealed by the fence. Air conditioner condensers and other equipment exceeding 30" in height from
grade are not permitted in any required yards as defined by the City and County of Honolulu.

B. SECOND FLOOR AIR CONDITIONING:

L.

All necessary ducting and wiring from the ground where the compressor rests to any second floor air handling unit
should occur internally.

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BRACE

The brace must match the house exterior wall color

ENCLOSURE FRAME

Window installation: Enclosure frame to match window trim color.
Wall installation: Enclosure frame to match house exterior wall color. for window and wall installations.

LATTICE

For window and wall installations, criss-cross lattice to match the house exterior wall color.

NOTE: The enclosure is not intended to be a substitute for hardware required by the installer for mounting the air conditioner unit. The enclosure is for aesthetic purposes only.

LANDSCAPE DESIGN GUIDELINES
July 25,2001

GENERAL DESIGN CONSIDERATIONS

The original landscaping design for each of the villages at Kapolei was based upon these three objectives:

1. To establish an overall identity and character;
2. To provide continuity;
3. To create an attractive and aesthetically pleasing environment.

Based upon these objectives, homeowner proposals for improvements and landscaping of their individual lots will be evaluated in the context of their
particular village.

Homeowners should maintain a landscaping scheme which is consistent with the foregoing objectives.

The landscape design guidelines contained herein are in addition to those set forth in the Design Guidelines attached to the Declaration of
Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions, Villages of Kapolei (ADCC&R@).

I. FRONT YARD LANDSCAPING.

The predominant landscape theme at the Villages is the preservation of the visual openness at the front yards created by the contiguous lawn areas.

A.

FRONT YARD TREE REPLACEMENT

1. Front yard trees may be replaced with a different species provided the species is listed as one of the approved species found in Article III or
otherwise approved by the Design Review Committee.

2. Other trees such as palms will be considered on an individual basis. The common and botanical names, as well as information about the tree,
are required. A pair of palms may be permitted about the driveway or front yard.

3. Developer installed trees may be removed and replaced with the approval of the Covenant Specialist who has been delegated authority by the
Design Review Committee to approve the removal and replacement of trees with approved trees; provided, however, that the removal of any
tree within 25 feet of the property line of any Lot shall require approval of the Design Review Committee as set forth in Article V, Section
5.02(bb) of the DCC&R.

FRONT YARD BORDERS.

Except as provided below, the Design Review Committee does not permit plants or other material which create a border in the front yard area or
between property lines. The intent here is to maintain the open space concept.

1. Exception: Small flowers may be permitted along the edge of a driveway or walkway if the plant materials do not exceed 12" in height or
width. (Example: flowers, such as impatiens, periwinkles, portulaca, hearts and flowers are permitted.)

2 Existing shrubs and ground covers bordering walkways and driveways may be replaced with approved planting materials as long as the open
space concept is maintained.

3. In some circumstances (such as at the end of a cul-de-sac) a setback line of 15 to 20 feet from the front property line has been used to designate
the open space area. In such cases, the Design Review Committee evaluates the arrangement of houses to determine the appropriate open lawn

area space.

4. Borders may be permitted as provided in Article I, Paragraph F, Subparagraph 2 below.

FRONT YARD LANDSCAPING FOR NON-CLUSTER DESIGNED VILLAGES

1. Exterior Non-Cluster Lots. These requirements apply primarily to exposed front or side yards of non-cluster lots which contain a property
line along a public right-of-way. These are the homes bordering each side of a non-cluster driveway or corner street condition.
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a. Removal of Grass, Landscape Plants, and Gravel. Upon obtaining the approval of the Covenant Specialist, existing grass, landscape
plants, and gravel may be removed and replaced with an approved grass as listed in Article III, Paragraph A, and Subparagraph 5.

b. Rearrangement or Replacement of Grass, Landscape Plants and Gravel. If existing grass, landscape planting, or gravel is to be replaced or
rearranged with planting material other than grass, it is generally limited to the approved trees, shrubs, ground covers, grass, and gravel
listed in Article III:

2. Front Yard Open Space Restriction. All front yards shall be landscaped and maintained in a neat and attractive condition. Except as
otherwise provided herein, no improvements other than approved grass and approved garden lighting shall be allowed in the front yard areas.

a. Front Loaded Lots. Plants, shrubs, palms, small trees and gardens (including both flower and rock gardens) are allowed in the front
yards of front loaded lots (i.e., lots with garages in the front) so long as they are located within the garden zone.

The Agarden zone@ is described as follows: 1) for front loaded lots, the garden zone area between the front yard fence and the face of the
garage. 2) for rear loaded lots, the garden zone is a six foot area beginning at the face of the house and extending toward the street.

b. Rear Loaded Lots. Plants and gardens (including both flower and rock gardens) are allowed in the front yards of rear loaded lots (i.e.,
lots with garages in the back) so long as they are located within the garden zone.

c. Cul-De-Sac Lots. The design intent for cul-de-sac lots is to keep the area between the street curb and the face of the garage doors as a
continuous grassed area interrupted only by concrete driveways. A 15 to 20 foot area from the front property line is used as the guideline
for open lawn space for those lots with irregular shapes and atypical garage locations.

D. FRONT YARD GARDENS FOR NON-CLUSTER DESIGNED VILLAGES

1. Flower beds and rock gardens are permitted in the garden zone as defined above. Perennial and seasonal flower beds within the defined areas of
front yard gardens which have been previously approved may be replaced without additional approval. The range of approved palms, shrubs,
ground covers and trees are limited to ornamental types. "Pink flamingos" and other similar decorations are not permitted, provided, however,
those neutral color figurines not exceeding 30" in height are permitted in the rock gardens. Vegetable and fruit gardens are not permitted in
this area. Water features are allowed in the garden zone area with the approval of the Design Review Committee. An extensive paved area in
the garden zone area is discouraged.

2. Shrubs are permitted as screening elements around electric transformer boxes.
E. FRONT YARD LANDSCAPING FOR CLUSTER DESIGNED VILLAGES

1.  Exterior Cluster Lots. These requirements apply primarily to exposed front or side yards of cluster lots which contain a property line along a
public right-of-way. These are the homes bordering each side of a cluster driveway or corner street condition.

a. Removal of Grass, Landscape Plants, and Gravel. Upon obtaining the approval of the Covenant Specialist, existing grass, landscape
plants, and gravel may be removed and replaced with an approved grass as listed in Article III, Paragraph A, and Subparagraph 5.

b. Rearrangement or Replacement of Grass, Landscape Plants and Gravel. If existing grass, landscape planting, or gravel is to be replaced or
rearranged with planting material other than grass, it is generally limited to the trees, shrubs, ground cover, grasses, and gravel listed in
Article ITI.

c.  Exceptions are as follows:

(1) Flower and rock gardens are permitted in the six foot area beginning at the face of the house and extending toward the street. The
approved planting can be found in Article III.  Trees may be permitted on merit of design. "Pink flamingos" and other similar
decorations, vegetable and fruit gardens are not permitted in this area; except that neutral color figurines not exceeding 30" in height
are permitted in garden zone area.

(2) Shrubs are permitted as screening elements around electric transtormer boxes, back flow valves, etc.

3) Existing shrubs and ground covers that were installed by the developer which border the sidewalks may be replaced with approved
g g Y P y P pp
ground covers and shrubs as long as the open space concept is maintained.
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2. Imterior Cluster Lots. Homes situated in cluster groupings which do not directly front a public right-of-way are considered interior cluster lots.
For these interior cluster lots, landscape planting types for exposed front yards may be selected from the approved planting list in Article II1.
Because these planting areas are generally small, approval will be determined upon the individual merit of the proposed change.

F. PLANTING AND LAWN DIVIDERS

1. Around Front Yard Trees. For all lots, planting dividers (brick, stone, black vinyl, etc.) around the front yard tree will be approved if deemed
unobtrusive and do not exceed ten square feet in area. Ground covers and flowers which are six inches or less in height and four inches or less
in width will generally be approved in this area.

2. Lawn Dividers between Adjacent Properties. Black vinyl landscape dividers which are flush with the lawn are acceptable. All other types
of borders within front yards proposed along or adjacent to property lines will be approved upon individual merit and circumstance. When
pavers or brick units are utilized, they should be grouted in place for stability. Rock, pavers or brick units used for borders between properties
should generally not exceed four inches in width and the top should be flush with the lawn except when it abuts a sidewalk, in such a case, the
top of the border should not be higher than the sidewalk.

3. Around Front Yard Gardens. Planting dividers (brick, stone, black vinyl, etc.) Which are less than six inches in height from grade and four
inches or less in width are generally permitted except when such dividers abut a public sidewalk.

4.  Along Driveways, Walkways and Public Sidewalks. Divider material not exceeding four inches in width will generally be permitted along
driveways, walkways and public sidewalks if the top of the border material does not exceed the height of the adjacent sidewalk or driveway. In
all cases, the owner must ensure that the divider material does not cause a hazardous condition to pedestrians. NOTE: "In accordance with
City and County regulations, planting divider material is not permitted within any planting strip between the sidewalk and the street curb within
the public rights of way without certified approval.”

5. Planter Box. Brick Keystone planter box not exceeding 18" in height allowed within the garden zone area. Color of Keystone must be of earth
tone color. (i.e., Beige, grey or red)

G. POTTED PLANTS

1. Potted plants in the front yard area will generally be approved provided the following conditions are met: a) the total number visible from a
public street does not exceed ten; b) the pot height or width does not exceed 30"; ¢) the pots are located within the front porch area or are sitting
upon a paved surface such as a walkway or driveway, and d) the pots are arranged and maintained in a reasonable fashion. At cluster homes,
the pots are not to be located within pedestrian or vehicular easements or impede the use of such elements.

2. Potted plants at the sides and rear of a residence and contained wholly within the fenced area generally do not require Design Review
Committee approval.

II. REAR AND SIDE YARD LANDSCAPING
A. REAR AND SIDE YARD GARDENS

1. The entire range of approved types of trees, shrubs, palms, and ground covers can be used in the rear and side yards. Trees and Palms should
be planted 2 feet apart and 1 foot from all fences. Extensive paved areas in this area are discouraged.

2. Perennial and seasonal vegetable gardens and flower beds within defined areas of rear or side yards which have been previously approved may
be replaced without additional approval. Vegetable gardens which can be seen from a public or private street should be maintained in a manner
which is not unsightly.

II1. LANDSCAPING SPECIES AND GRAVEL

A. The following is a list of approved trees, shrubs, palms, ground covers, and grasses. The Design Review Committee may approve other species
upon application by a homeowner provided that they comply with the landscape design objectives: (please submit Botanical names & Common
